Education Programme

Programme

1.
The education programme based on Te Whaariki- The early childhood curriculum. 

A broad range of activities are available at every session from which children can choose and determine their own learning. Adults will then support and scaffold children in their learning with the aims of


Relationships- Nga Hononga:

To give children the opportunity to learn by meeting and playing with other children and parents regularly.


Empowerment- Whakamana:
To provide a variety of fun, educational activities that allow children to have the power to choose their own activities based n their interests.

Holistice Development- Kotahitanga:

To help children to grow as a whole-physically, socially, emotionally, intellectually, culturally and spiritually.

Family and Community-Whanau Tangata:

To link and involve the children’s families and community, and give parents a chance to meet new people and support each other while having fun with children.

We will meet these aims by setting up a variety of areas of play and the use of high quality resources and equipment.

Assessment

2. Group learning stories are written regularly during the term and displayed on a ‘what’s been happening?‘ board above the sink in the main room. These are then put into a programme planning book which shows what has been happening in the programme over time. This would include visits, trips, shared interests and continuity for some of the children.

3. A termly evaluation will be done from which a plan for the next term may emerge.

Planning

1. From assessments, meetings and discussions with parents a plan may be made and then recorded through further assessment/ learning stories.

2. There is a plan for a Saturday session for parents to happen every term. A parent who is on the committee and part of Isola will open and close the kindergarten.

Routines:

1. There is free play from 9-10:50. Children may choose inside or outside play. There must be an adult inside and outside if there are children in that area. Supervision outside should be that there is at least half of the children have an adult with them and it is shared/ group supervision.

2. A music and story session is provided at 9:45 each day (can be negotiated on the day and is always flexible) until about 10am. The children then go and wash their hands for morning tea and sit together to eat.
3. Parents and children begin packing up and putting resources away from 10:45am and vacate the indoor space by 11am to enable Kura Pepe to start setting up.
